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026 MADIDI NATIONAL PARK 4 DAYS / 3 NIGHTS


DAY 1. Flight from La Paz to Rurrenabaque in the Amazon region. 


Afternoon free. Overnight stay in Hotel Safari.


DAY 2. Travel by canoe along the rivers Beni and Tuichi to the “ Chalalan” Ecolodge. Lunch. In the afternoon we take a walk  through the jungle to see monkies and birds.


Dinner and overnight stay at the Ecolodge.


DAY 3. Breakfast. An interesting walk through the jungle to observe the flora and fauna with an expert guide. At night you can observe the nocturnal life of the jungle and the river, the habitat of the crocodiles. Lunch, dinner and overnight stay at the Ecolodge.


DAY 4. After an early breakfast walk to the Tuichi river and take a canoe along the river to Rurrenabaque. Flight to La Paz.





027 MAPAJO, INDIGENOUS ECOTURISM 4 DAYS / 3 NIGHTS


DAY 1. Flight from La Paz to Rurrenabaque. By boat to the “Mapajo” Ecolodge in the Biosphere Reserve Pilon Lajas. After lunch walk through the jungle to see a variety of birds and animals.


Dinner and overnight stay at the Ecolodge.


DAY 2. Boat trip on the river Quiquibey to see the life of the indigenous people and to enjoy the scenery. Breakfast, lunch, dinner and overnight stay at the Ecolodge.


DAY 3. Board a traditional native boat and take a trip along the Rosario river with a visit to the community of Asunción de Quiquibey. Breakfast, lunch, dinner and overnight stay at the Ecolodge.


DAY 4. Return by boat to Rurrenabaque. Flight to La Paz.  





028 SORATA 2 DAYS / 1 NIGHT


DAY 1. Drive of 3 hours by 4WD to Sorata, a small village at an altitude of  2,678 meters, that has conserved its colonial architecture, nestled in a picturesque valley. Sorata lies at the foot of the snowcapped mountain Illampu 6,400 meters. Its rich agricultural land provides the Aymara inhabitants with products like chirimoya (custard apple), peaches, and citrus fruits. In the afternoon  visit to the monastery, return to the hotel.     Lunch, dinner and overnight stay in hotel.


DAY 2. After breakfast visit to the San Pedro Cave with its small underground lake and its nocturnal inhabitants: the bats. The cave is situated 40 minutes out of the village. 


After lunch return to La Paz.
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
